A. BAPTISM

é WHAT IS BAPTISM?

BAPTISM IS ONE OF THE FIRST STEPS WE
TAKE AFTER SALVATION.

IT'S A WAY OF IDENTIFYING WITH THE DEATH,
BURIAL, AND RESURRECTION OF JESUS — A
SYMBOL THAT OUR OLD LIFE IS GONE AND A
NEW LIFE HAS BEGUN.

JESUS HIMSELF WAS BAPTIZED — NOT
BECAUSE HE NEEDED TO BE SAVED, BUT TO
SET AN EXAMPLE OF OBEDIENCE FORUS TO
FOLLOW (MATTHEW 3:13-17).
